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PREAMBLE.:

Construction of Canal Net Work viz., main canals, distributories, laterals is
progressing at a very fast pace under the auspices of Krishna Bhagya Ja!a Nigam
Ltd., and Karnataka Neeravari Nigam Ltd., But, CADA activities are not keeping pace
with the Canal Development Works. It is reported that out of 1,62,000 Hectares of

lands irrigated so far under UKP, only 57,000 Hectares of lands are properly levelled

& irrigated and the remaining 1,05,000 Hectares of lands have remained unlevelled

and not properly irrigated. In M and G.P. CADA, out of 3, 5‘3 944 Ha. I{‘.I'f pﬂ‘lenhﬂ]

created 3,31,113 Ha. of potential is utilised.

2 In the Iast 20 years of its existence, UKP-CADA has created field irrigation
channels on an average covering 8,000 Hectares of lands annually. Further out of
97,000 Hectares of lands levelled so far, 20,000 Hectares of lands have been levelled
by the farmers themselves and CADA has only levelled 37,000 Hectares, at an
average of 1,800 Hectares of land per year.
